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	1. 為協助研究生發展獨立研究課題，本所亦接受學生提出獨立研究之提案。該課程每學期視可開設之學時數至多開設兩門。
	1. To assist graduate students in developing independent research topics, the institute allows students to propose independent study courses. Up to two courses may be offered each semester, depending on the available teaching hours.

	2. 獨立研究申請之時限為：上學期十月卅一日(申請該學年度下學期之獨立研究)，下學期二月廿八日(申請下一學年度上學期之獨立研究)。逾期不受理。
	2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Application Deadlines: October 31: For independent study in the second semester of the current academic year. February 28: For independent study in the first semester of the following academic year. Late applications will not be accepted.

	3. 獨立研究之管理方式如下：
a. 申請者需：
(1) 修滿半數必修課學分(依目前規定為17學分)，並
(2) 獲得論文指導教授同意。
b. 獨立研究之授課教師不限於指導教授。
c. 獨立研究之修習以二次為限。
d. 獨立研究內容應與學生的專業發展方向相關，且無法由任何老師開設為一般性課程，並需完成一項與論文相關的研究題目。
e. 獨立研究之學分數可為一～二學分。
f. 申請獨立研究之學生應在與授課教師討論之後，由學生於規定期限內提出書面提案，逾期不受理。提案內容需包括：
(1) 課程簡介、目的及預估學分數；
(2)  詳細書單；
(3) 預定進度表；
(4) 授課教師及指導教授同意書。
提案經課程委員會評估同意之後，始得開設。
g. 課程委員會審核評估之標準為：
(1) 學生提案與其研究發展方向之相關性以及提案之具體程度。
(2) 優先考慮高年級、進入論文提案階段、與指導教授合作的同學之提案。
h. 為顧及所有同學選課權益，已修過獨立研究之同學，無論學分數多寡，欲修第二次獨立研究時的機會將相對減低；但是本所亦容許特例之申請。
i. 99學年度起兩位博士生或兩位以上選課才得以開課。修畢「獨立研究」課程之研究生必須將其學期報告發表於學術期刊或提出投稿證明，始能再度申請。
j. 修畢獨立研究之學生若未將成果發表或投稿，則其開課教師不能再開授獨立研究課程。

	3. Management Rules:
a. Applicants must:
(1) Complete at least half of the required credits for mandatory courses (currently 17 credits).
(2) Obtain approval from their thesis advisor.
b. The instructor for the independent study is not limited to the student's thesis advisor.
c. Students may take independent study courses a maximum of two times.
d. The independent study must be related to the student’s professional development and cover a research topic relevant to their dissertation that cannot be addressed by general courses.
e. Independent study credits may range from 1 to 2 credits.
f. Students must discuss their proposal with the instructor and submit a written proposal within the specified deadline. Late submissions will not be accepted. The proposal must include:
(1) A course introduction, objectives, and estimated credits.
(2) A detailed reading list.
(3) A proposed schedule.
(4) Approval from both the instructor and the thesis advisor. The proposal must be approved by the Curriculum Committee before the course can be offered.
g. Evaluation Criteria:
(1) The relevance of the proposal to the student’s research development and the proposal’s specificity.
(2) Priority is given to senior students, those at the dissertation proposal stage, or those collaborating with their thesis advisor.
h. To ensure fairness for all students, those who have already taken an independent study course, regardless of the number of credits earned, will have reduced opportunities to take a second independent study. However, exceptions may be granted.
i. Starting from Academic Year 2010, at least two Ph.D. students must enroll for the course to be offered. Students who complete the "Independent Study" course must submit their semester report to an academic journal or provide proof of submission before applying for another course.
j. If students fail to publish or submit their research results, the instructor will not be permitted to offer another independent study course.
