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The English version is provided for reference purposes only. In the event of any discrepancies, the traditional Chinese version shall take precedence.

Article 1 	In order to promote the understanding of knowledge and new research methods among doctoral students, to enhance the international academic status of the university, and to promote international cultural and educational exchanges, doctoral students are encouraged to attend international academic conferences, master classes, or leading academic camps abroad to present their papers in accordance with the Ministry of Education’s "Guidelines for Attendance of International Conferences by Doctoral Candidates of Domestic Universities and Colleges", point 3, item 2.

Article 2 	In accordance with Article 2 of the Regulations for the Administration of Academic Ethics of the University, students should take an ethics education course at the website of the Center for Taiwan Academic Research Ethics Education and pass the test and obtain a certificate of attendance before they are eligible to apply.

Article 3 	The following information should be submitted to the Office of Research and Development 20 days prior to the start date of the meeting upon the recommendation of the department head and signature of the dean.
(1) Application form
(2) Invitation letter from the organizer and the conference agenda
(3) Proof of acceptance of the paper
(4) Abstract and full text of the paper to be presented (only those papers completed in the country and not yet published). 
Article 4 	The principles of the subsidy are as follows.

(1) The same applicant will receive a maximum of NT$60,000 in grants within the same academic year, based on the approved items.
(2) Each paper, whether co-authored or not, is limited to subsidize one person.
(3) The applicant should apply for subsidy for National Science and Technology Council, Ministry of Education, Foundation, or other relevant public or private institutions in advance, and the documents of the application should be attached when applying for subsidies under these Regulations.
(4) For those who have received partial subsidies from public and private institutions outside the university, the subsidy of the Fu Jen Catholic University will subsidized the registration fee, airfare and living expenses as appropriate.
(5) If the applicant has not received any subsidy from a public or private institution outside the university, the applicant may be granted a subsidy for the registration fee or airfare, depending on the method of publication or the task.
(6) To be accepted for international academic conferences in mainland China, the organizer must be an international organization or an international academic institution.
Article 5 	Subsidy items 
Airfare: According to the "National Science and Technology Commission subsidies for domestic experts and scholars to attend international academic conferences”, the cost of round-trip economy class airfare for the most direct flight from domestic to the conference site shall be verified and reimbursed.
The registration fee: The registration fee should be verified and reimbursed.
Living expenses: The daily living expenses shall be subsidized according to the standard of the daily living expenses proposed by the Directorate-General of Budget, Accounting and Statistics Executive Yuan on the date of publication of the paper and one day before and one day after the publication
Article 6 	For those who receive subsidies for expenses related to this method, they should submit their reports to the academic research grant system within two weeks after the conference; for those who participate in the publication of their papers in the name of the university, they should publish their papers in a standard journal or an academic journal with a review system within two years after the conference.
Article 7 	If the application is found to be in violation of academic ethics, the student shall forfeit all subsidy and shall not be allowed to apply for any academic research subsidy within the period of suspension from the date of notification, in accordance with the University's degree award review committee, student awards committee, or letter.
Article 8 	This Regulation is approved by the Executive Council and published for implementation after the approval of the President. The same shall apply to the amendment.
